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This year looks to be an exciting year as
we work alongside Easthall Park Housing
Co-operative to make dramatic
improvements to the Kildermarie area.

You may have noticed workmen carrying
out investigations on the land that will hold
the first newbuild in Kildermorie and we
are pleased that we have been able to
increase the original 50 homes to 76
new homes.

There are a number of ground conditions
(some contamination) that needs to be
addressed before Easthall Park can begin
building and we are working on how best
to deal with this so that the maxmum
amount of money is spent on the houses
rather than on ground works.

Submission has been made for Planning
and it is hoped that approval will be given
over the next few months, other things that
we will be applying for is Building Warrant
and Road Construction Consent.

These are basically the main approvals
that we need other than the approval of
funding before we can start on site. Please
note these things are outwith our control
and as such if there are any delays in
obtaining approvals then site start would
be delayed.

As soon as we have firm dates for starting
on site we will inform you accordingly.

Whilst we have been progressing this, we
have also been actively campaigning for

to consider funding a further 50 homes for
rent in the Kildermorie area to carry on from
the 76.

As you will appreciate building the homes
is just the start of the improvements required
for tenants and owners in the area and we
have also been working to provide additional
facilities for residents.
