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Tenants Vote Yes to Transfer to
Easthall Park

GHA tenants in Easthall and Kildermorie overwhelmingly
voted YES to transfer to Easthall Park Housing Co-operative.

Turnout Yes Votes No Votes
64.8% 96.6% 3.4%

The turnout (percentage of people that voted) was the
second highest and the Yes vote was the highest of all
the GHA ballots of which there have been thirty to date.

We are delighted at this support and plans are well
underway to transfer the homes to the Co-operative by
the end of May 2011.

This will be the fourth transfer of properties since the
Co-operative first registered and in each vote the numbers
that have supported the transfers have been significant.

Rents Frozen for 2011/12

The Co-operative is pleased to announce that we have frozen the rents from the 1st April 2011 -

31st March 2012.

This is a significant achievement considering the current economy and in comparison with other
landlords who on average have increased their rents on average by 4.8%. (Average based on sample

of rent increases for 65 organisations)

Not only have we frozen the rents for the 2011/12 period for our existing tenants but we will also
be bringing the rents of GHA tenants back to the same rent they were paying (rent freeze for them)

before GHA introduced an increase of 4%.

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Youth Worker Training

Over the last 6 months in partnership
with the Co-operative we have been
carrying out a course for young people
to receive a SVQ level 2 in Community
Development in the Glenburn Centre.
It is anticipated that 14 young people
will successfully complete this course
including two young men from Easthall.

Well done to everyone.

This training project developed in

partnership is a course that is designed
to allow the students to achieve not only
the above qualification but look at ways
in which people can get back into work
particularly in the role of youth workers.

The students receive training and are
also put into a placement at a community
facility or project and are currently
receiving a training allowance of £70 per
week plus a lunch and travel allowance.

We anticipate another class being carried
out in the Centre therefore if you are
interested in this please contact Joe or
John at the Glenburn Centre.
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Anti-social Behaviour

Recently there has been a spate on incidents
that fall into the category of anti-social
behaviour and we need your help to ensure
that we deal with this effectively.

Can we remind all tenants to report any incident
that they may witness or know about so that
we can work together to resolve.

Occasionally we hear of reports of serious
incidents after the event because everyone
assumes that someone else will report this to
the office.

For us to deal with such cases we need to
know about them as soon as possible
(preferably the same or next working day) and
if the incident is in the Easthall area we will
check our CCTV to support claims and for
both the Easthall and Kildermorie area we can
involve the community police if so required.

We recently carried out a successful joint
exercise with the Police on a Friday night and
there were 73 stops and searches resulting in
one person being reported for a drug offence.
A number of underage drinkers had alcohol
removed and a few were returned to
their home.

This work involved staff working late on a
Friday evening right through to 2am on the
Saturday morning and | am sure you
will agree that this sort of commitment
goes a long way to dealing with
anti-social behaviour.

Further initiatives of this type will be
carried out at various times throughout
the coming months.

Remember this is Your Community and
Your Co-operative so help us to help
you in dealing with such incidents by
reporting activities to the Police and
letting us know in the office.

Second Stage Transfer

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Moriehall
Housing Association

As outlined earlier this transfer should take place

around the end of May 2011.

Upon the transfer all tenants will become tenants
of Easthall Park and Moriehall as a separate
organisation will be de-regulated.

Therefore all policies and procedures will be one
and the same and we are sure that this will result
in a more improved service to tenants.

Just prior to transfer we will send out a separate
welcome brochure to all tenants transferring.
This brochure will outline who the staff are, how
to report repairs, how to pay your rent along
with other information that you will need to make
sure the transfer goes as smooth as possible
and you immediately get the benefits of our
services.

After the transfer owner occupiers will be
given the opportunity to be factored by the
Co-operative or to remain with the GHA
subsidiary company.

Meetings will be held with the owners and if
owners do not attend then they will remain with
their current factor.

It is anticipated that these meetings will be held
on the 1st June in the Glenburn Centre. Further
details will be presented nearer the time.

Demolition

Work has begun on demolition of the properties
that are not transferring and we await the
outcome as to what will happen with the land.
Currently there are no proposals to build any
more rented homes in the Kildermorie area.
Recent funding arrangements for newbuild
homes is so poor that unless this changes it is
most unlikely that Easthall Park will pursue a
third phase of new homes.

Environmental Project

The environmental feasibility study has now
concluded and funding will be sought to deliver the
improvements needed.

It is anticipated however that some time may pass
before funding is available for a project of this size
and cost. Current costs are approximately £270,000.
